Early Childhood Education: PACT offers two programs that provide early childhood
education and other comprehensive services, and full-day child care for low-income
parents and children, and children with special needs.

Child Abuse & Neglect Prevention and Treatment: PACT has five programs to assist
families with child abuse and neglect issues. By focusing on prevention and treatment,
PACT is able to assist families with child health, abuse prevention, emotional support,
parenting education classes, child screening services and counseling.

Domestic Violence Prevention & Treatment: With domestic violence on the rise in
Hawaii, PACT supports four programs dedicated to domestic violence prevention and
treatment.

Mental Health Support: PACT offers programs for children with emotional, behavioral or
social challenges. In addition, the organization offers support and counseling services for
parents and children. Services are offered at home, in a center-based setting, or both.
